meeting ' place until
members raised the
then big sum of five
hundred punds for the
first modern
clubhouse.

Membership in
those days was
around forty.

Over the years the
club grew -and the
next major milestone
was lo. have mem-
bership at a hundred
in order to obtain a |i-
quar licence.

Some years ago it
was realised the club
would soon outgrow
its Hoddle Streel.site,
and after the present
sile was secured,
some very intense
negotiations with the
former Wingecarribee
Council almost four
years ago resulted in
a deal which helpad
the club move to its
present site and gave
Robertson much
needed community
facilities.

The present site has
one green which was
ready for play back in
October of last year
and s now playing
very true but there is
room for three
greens, plus tennis
courts.
